Pronunciation phrase- c

Open your mouth into a little smile;
make your fongue flat and move it up
towards the top of your mouth to say
ccc

Formation phrase

Curl around the cat.

Pronunciation phrase- k

Open your mouth into a little smile;
make your tongue flat and move it
up towards the top of your mouth

to say k k k

Formation phrase

Down the kite, up to the top corner

and down to the bottom corner.

Pronunciation phmse is used to support saying the phoneme (sound)
Formation phrase is used to support writing the grapheme (letter shape)
