Use the

worksheet attached to have a go at sounding out (segmentmg) and blending the words then colouring the correct

Maths

Our maths learning this week we have been focussing on the number 5. We learnt a rhyme to help us with this

concept called 5 little peas in a. pea. pod pressed”. We watched the Numberblocks episode about the number 5 as

part of this learning and talked about how we have "5 fingers on one hand”. The children practiced making col-
lections o objects to represent the number 5 and represented this by placing one object on each finger: In our adult
led learning we look at a collection of buttons and looked at different ways to sort the buttons and counting how

many of each were in each collection. This activity helped us develop key mathematical skill of counting carefuly
