Year 4 Multiplication Times Tables Check Information Sheet (MTC)
Parents of Year 4 Children
As you have been made aware, all Year 4 children are required to sit a Year 4 Multiplication Times Tables Check (MTC) set by the government in the Summer Term. The assessment window for the test to be administered is in the first two weeks commencing from 1st June 2026. We are planning to administer the test during the week beginning 8th June 2026.
Below is information to help you support your child in the coming months. 
What is the Year 4 Times Tables Test?
The Multiplication Tables Check (MTC) is an annual check on the times tables knowledge of Year 4s in England and Wales.

What times tables do year 4 have to know?
By the end of Year 3 children should be fluent in the 2, 3, 4, 5, 8, 10 times tables, and then by the end of Year 4 children should know all their times tables up to 12 ie the 1, 2, 3, 4, 5, 6, 7, 8, 9, 10, 11, 12 times tables.
The Year 4 Times Tables Test is an online test with 25 questions; children must answer each question within a 6 seconds time limit so the whole test will take less than 5 minutes. The test is caried out on school computers or I pads.  It is important that your child is prepared for the test. To do this, they need to be proficient in recalling their x tables facts efficiently and accurately and be able to select their answers on a keyboard on the computer which takes additional time. 

We have been practising throughout the year at school and recommend that your child practises every day, if possible, for 15 minutes.
